Q.  What happens on the first day at school? 
A.  You will be taken to a rest home by Kiwi English staff and shown bus 
 stops to get on/off. Usually it is on a Monday after your placement test 
 and orientation.  
 
Q.  How will I get to the rest home?  
A.   You will need to catch a bus. The volunteer coordinator at Kiwi English 
 will give you the bus information. Some rest homes are within a walking d
 istance.  
 
Q.  What do I need to bring? 
A.  Students need to bring lunch.  
 
Q.  What are the volunteering hours? 
A.  1.30pm – 4.30 pm Tuesday, Wednesday and Thursday. No volunteering 
 on weekends. 
 
Q.  Do I need to have special skills to interact with the elderly? 
A.  You don’t need to have any special skills or training, although previous 
 caregiving experience would help. You will be given a handbook ex
 plaining the specifics of working in a rest home.   
 
Q.  Will I be able to practise my English? 
A.  Surely! You will be interacting with rest home residents alongside the 
 rest home staff. You will need to be patient with residents and speak 
 clearly because some of them have hearing problems.
